King Wu was the first to declare Beijing the capital city in 1057 BC. 
Subsequently,  the city has gone by the names of Ji, Zhongdu, Dadu, 
and finally Beijing when the Ming Dynasty Emperor ChengZu chose the 
name in 1421. Before 1949, Beijing was known as Peking by the 
Western world. After 1949, the city's name returned to Beijing, as it is  

known today. Since the early 1980s when China initiated economic 
and market reforms under the late Deng Xiaoping, Beijing has become 
a truly modern, international city.  

 
Beijing City is an independently administered municipal area. She is situated in the northeastern part of 
China at an elevation of 43.5m above sea level. The climate in Beijing is of the continental type, with cold 
and dry winters and hot summers. January is the coldest month ( -4 Celsius), while July the hotest (30 

Celsius).  
 
Beijing has a  whole area of 16808 sq km (about 6500 sq mi), stretching 160 kilometres from east to west 
and over 180 kilometres north to south. 38% of it is flat land and 62% mountains. She has 16 districts 
and 2 counties with Dongcheng, Xicheng, Xuanwu, Chongwen, Chao yang, Haidian, Fengtai and 
Shijingshan in or close to the Beijing city proper and Fangshan, Mengtougou, Changping, Tongxian, 
Shunyi, Daxing, Huairou, Miyun, Pinggu and Yianqing in the outer suburbs.  

 
 
 
Population in Beijing is about 17 million.

Chinese Language 
 
The oldest Chinese inscriptions date backs to the Shang Dynasty (1766 -1122 B.C) and were carved on 

animals bones and tortoise shells. These óoracle shellsô were found in Anyang (Henan province) and were 
used to make predictions. In Chinese, this script is called ñJi¼g¿w®nò Ȃ 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 

 

 
In total, throughout Chinese history, more than 80 ,000 characters have been identified, of which about 

11 ,000 are still used in Modern Chinese. However, only about 3500 are commonly used.  
 
In fact, with only 1500 characters, yo u could read 94.6% of written material. Knowing 3000 characters 
allows you to read no less than 99.5% of all texts and is thus definitely enough to read e.g. newspapers.   
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What are the main difficulties for Westerners learning Chinese?  

For Westerners stu dying Chinese, there are three main challenges.  

 The Chinese character script;  
 Pronunciation of the 4 tones;  
 Chinese vocabulary, which has no link whatsoever with Western languages.

Auspicious baby and fish are good content for Chinese paper cut. 

However, donôt worry, once you start to learn Chinese, you will discover the radical -phonetic system of the 
characters, making it easier to memorize them. The pronunciation of the 4 tones will come naturally as 
long as you pay attention to it, listen to Chinese people speaking and train yourself.   

As for the Chinese vocabulary, itôs very important to speak as much as possible. When using the 
same words every day and associating them with concrete objects or situations, you will make sure that 
those ´strange´ sounds gradually become very familiar to you.   

What elements  of the Chinese language are comparatively óeasyô to learn?  

Compared to Western languages, the structure of the Chinese language has a very strong internal logic 
and very few exceptions to certain rules, compared to English, French, German or Spanish.  

ü Verb s:  no conjugations and no tenses, only some particles used after verbs;  
ü Nouns:  no articles, no declinations, no gender, no cases, no plural;  
ü Sentence structure:  fixed word -order in both affirmative sentences and questions, no 

inversion.  

How many people spe ak Mandarin Chinese as their first language? Where is Mandarin Chinese 
spoken?  

 

Unfortunately, itôs impossible to put an exact figure on this. 
According to some estimates, about 70% of all Chinese 
speak Mandarin, the official standard language.  

On a popu lation of 1.3 billion people, this would mean about 
900 million people, spread all over the country.   
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The official standard language óPutonghuaô is being promoted by the government and in the future it is 
expected that all Chinese will at least unders tand Mandarin, even though they will still speak their own 
óregionalectô, such as Cantonese, Hakka, Minnanhua, etcé  

Outside China, there are many countries with considerable Chinese minorities who speak Mandarin 

Chinese or other Chinese regionalects. Espe cially in South -East Asian countries like Indonesia, the 
Philippines, Vietnam, Thailand, Singapore,  etc. there are big Chinese minorities, but also in the USA, 
Russia, the United Kingdom, there are many overseas Chinese speaking Mandarin.   

Since when are s implified characters being used?  

The first series of simplified characters (jiantizi  ͠ ᵣ ) was introduced in 1956 by the government of 

the Peopleôs Republic of China in an effort to promote literacy. This was followed by a second series of 
simplified characters in 1964. In total, 2235 characters were simplified.   

The simplified characters a re officially used in the Peopleôs Republic of China, except for Hong Kong, 
Macao and Taiwan, where the ótraditionalô characters (fantizi ï ) are still used.
